College History
Periyar Arts College was started by the south arcot district 

development corporation in the year 1964. It functioned in the district board 
building and 360 students were admitted for the new classes. The foundation 
stone for the construction of the college building was layed in 
Devanampatinam, in the coast of Bay of Bengal by the Government of 
Tamilnadu on 04.04.1964. 52 acres of land were alloted by the Government of 
Tamilnadu for the establishment of the college. It was inaugurated by the former 
Chief Minister of Tamilnadu Mr.M.Bhakthavachalam. The college has been 
operating in its own building since 1970.

In 1965, the college was upgraded as first grade college and the 
under graduate courses for English Literature, Economics and Mathematics were 
introduced. Under Graduate course in Commerce was started in 1973. Under 
Graduate courses in Chemistry and Physics were introduced in 1979. Under 
Graduate courses in Botany and History were started in 1980. Post Graduate 
course in Commerce was started in 1986. During the academic year 1996-97, 
Under Graduate course in Computer Science was initiated. In the academic year 
2005-06, Under Graduate course in Tamil Literature was started. From the 
academic year 2013-14, Under Graduate courses in Political Science, 
Microbiology and Statistics and Post Graduate courses in Chemistry and 
Mathematics were started.

In 2005, the college was awarded C++ by the National Assessment and 
Accreditation Council (NAAC). For the welfare of the students, five National 
Service Scheme (NSS), Youth Red Cross (YRC) Association, Social Welfare 
Committee are working. In the academic year 2005-06, Thiruvalluvar 
University had presented the best college award for the National Service 
Scheme.

From the academic year 2007-08, the college is functioning as Shift I 
(Timing: 9.00am to 1.30pm) and Shift II (Timing: 1.30pm to 5.45pm). Like Shift 
I, in Shift II six Under Graduate courses in Tamil Literature, English Literature, 
Commerce, Economics, Chemistry and Computer Science are conducted.

In the academic year 2014-15, Research courses like Master of 
Philosophy(M.Phil) and Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D) were started.

In the academic year 2015-16, Bachelor of Visual Communication, 
Master of Social Work, Master of Public Administration were started. In 
addition to this, Master of Philosophy(M.Phil) courses for the various 
subjects namely Commerce, Economics, Computer Science, Zoology, 
Physics and Microbiology were started. Additionally, Doctor of Philosophy 
(Ph.D) courses were started in Microbiology, History, Zoology and Physics. 

In the academic year 2018-19, Post Graduate courses in Political Science 
and Statistics were started. Additionally, Doctor of Philosophy(Ph.D) course were 
started in English, Mathematics, Chemistry and Computer Science.

Thiruvalluvar University Attendance regulations:

1. An academic year consists of 180 working days. There
are two semesters per year, hence 90 working days per
semester. Students are admitted for examination based on
their eligible attendance percentage.

2. Students who have attended 67.5 (75%) days and
above out of 90 working days are eligible for taking up their
university examination.

3. Students who have attendance below 67.5 to 56.5   i.e
below 75%  and above 65% have to pay a condonation fee of
Rs./-( only) to apply for university examination.

4. Students who have  attendance below 56.5 and above
49.5  ( ie. Above 55% and below 65%) will not be permitted to
take up their university examination. They will be allowed to
continue their studies in the next semester.  They will be
permitted to take up those examination in the next semester
by paying  Rs. 250/- as fees.

5. Students who have below 49.5  attendance (i.e.below
55%) will not be permitted to continue second and third year
studies. They have to redo the course in the next academic
year by applying to the  University through the Principal.

6. Students studying science courses should posses 75%
attendance to take up their practical examination.  Failing
they  have to follow the above mentioned rules to take up their
practical examination.

Details of various scholarships for students:

1. National eligibility Scholarship- Indian
Government scheme:

National eligibility scholarship will be awarded to limited 
students studying in 11th & 12th classes and Diploma course.

If students fail to pay within
the grace period, their name will be removed from the enrollment
list.  They have to join again by paying their fee amount, along
with fine Rs. 5 as joining fee.

2. From the date in which name of the student removed from the
enrollment and till the date of rejoining , the attendance will not be
given for those days.

Library Card:

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College History
Periyar Arts College was started by the South Arcot District Development 
Corporation in the year 1964. It functioned in the District Board building and 360 
students were admitted for the new classes. The foundation stone for the 
construction of the college building is allotted in Devanampatinam, on the coast of 
Bay of Bengal by the Government of Tamilnadu on 04.04.1964. 52 acres of land were 
given by the Government of Tamilnadu for the establishment of the College. It was 
inaugurated by the former Chief Minister of Tamilnadu Mr.M.Bhakthavachalam. 
The college has been operating in its own building since 1970.
In 1965, the college was upgraded as first class college and the Under Graduate 
courses namely English Literature, Economics, Mathematics were introduced. Under 
Graduate course in Commerce was started in 1973. Under Graduate courses in 
Chemistry and Physics were introduced in 1979. Under Graduate courses in Botany 
and History were started in 1980. Post Graduate course in Commerce was started in 
1986. In the academic year 1996-97, Under Graduate course in Computer Science 
and with the help of UGC sponsorship Under Graduate course in Industrial 
Chemistry were started. 
In the academic year 2005-06, Under Graduate course in Tamil Literature and in the 
academic year 2011-12, Under Graduate course in Statistics, Post Graduate courses 
in English, History and Botany were started.
In the academic year 2012-13, Post Graduate courses in Tamil, Economics, Physics, 
Zoology and Computer Science were started. In the academic year 2013-14, Under 
Graduate courses in Political Science, Microbiology and Post Graduate courses in 
Chemistry and Mathematics were started.
In the year 2005, College was awarded C++ by National Assessment and 
Accreditation Council (NAAC). For the welfare of the students, five National Service 
Scheme (NSS), Youth Red Cross (YRC) Association, Social Welfare Committee are 
working. In the academic year 2005-06, Thiruvalluvar University had presented the 
best college award for National Service Scheme.
From the academic year 2007-08, College is functioning as Shift I (Timing: 9.00am to 
1.30pm) and Shift II (Timing: 1.30pm to 5.45pm). Like Shift I, Shift II also conducts 
six Under Graduate courses like Tamil Literature, English Literature, Commerce, 
Economics, Chemistry and Computer Science.
In the academic year 2014-15, Research courses like Master of Philosophy(M.Phil) 
and Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D) were started. 
In the academic year 2015-16, Bachelor of Visual Communication, Master of Social 
Welfare, Master of Public Administration were started. In addition to this, Master of 
Philosophy(M.Phil) courses for the various subjects namely Commerce, Economics, 
Computer Science, Zoology, Physics and Microbiology were started. Additionally, 
Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D) courses were started in Microbiology, History, Zoology 
and Physics.
In the academic year 2018-19, Post Graduate courses in Political Science and 
Statistics were started. Additionally, Doctor of Philosophy(Ph.D) course were started 
in English, Mathematics, Chemistry and Computer Science.
